3. Assess their roles in increasing the impacts of sustainable land management; and
4. Recommend potential interventions for testing in the two sites, for achieving their goals and increasing impacts.
Requirements:
1. Registered for Master of Science in Rural Sociology, Development Studies, Political-Economy, Institutional Economics or any other related field

2. Completed course work and ready to start research project in June-July 2011
3. Experience with field work and a range of social research methods
4. Be able to work independently in the field research team with a fair degree of supervision
